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Individuals
1. Think of three actions that people do for you regularly.
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- The bus driver checks my ticket.

2. Tell your partner one sentence. Ask them to change it into a setence using ‘have/get
something done’.
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- The bus driver checks my ticket. Can you change the sentence using ‘have something done’
or ‘get something done’?

3. Decide with your patner if his/her answer is correct. Then provide more detail about the
sentence.
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- You get your ticket checked by the bus driver?
- That’s correct! I usually take the bus to work. How about you?

4. Ask your partner to give you a sentence that needs changing in the same way. Repeat the
above steps until you have spoken about all sentences.
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5. Did you have any similar answers? Were there any surprising or interesting answers? Why?
Discuss with your partner.
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Group activity

1. Choose a partner or work in a three. Repeat the first three stages of the individual activity.
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2. When you have decided on your correct sentences, mix with other individuals in the group. Ask
them to share their sentences with you.
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3. Can you find someone with the same sentence as you?
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4. When everyone has spoken, share your findings as a group.
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5. Decide as a group:
- What was the most interesting or surprising information you discovered?
- What was the most common action people spoke about?
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
